1. What are the eight parts of speech? 
The eight parts of speech are nouns, pronouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, prepositions, conjunctions, and 
interjections. 
 

2. What is a noun? 
A noun is a word that names a person, place, thing, or idea.  

 
3. What are the two kinds of verbs? 

The two kinds of verbs are action verbs and linking verbs. 
 

4. What is an action verb? 
An action verb is a word that shows a state of action and tells what the subject does.  

 
5. What is a linking verb? 

A linking verb is a word that shows a state of being. It shows no action because it tells what the subject is. 
 

6. What is a pronoun?  
A pronoun is a word that takes the place of a noun. 

 
7. What does an adjective modify? 

An adjective modifies a noun or a pronoun. 
 

8. What are the adjective questions? 
The adjective questions are what kind, which one, and how many. 

 
9. What does an adverb modify? 

An adverb modifies a verb, adjective, or another adverb. 
 

10. What are the adverb questions? 
The adverb questions are how, when, where, why, and to what extent. 

 
11. What are the three article adjectives? 

The three article adjectives are a, an, and the.  
 

12. What is a preposition? 
A preposition is a word that shows the relationship of its object to other words in the sentence. 

 
13. What is a conjunction? 

A conjunction is a word used to connect other words, phrases, clauses, or sentences. 
 

14. What are the three most common conjunctions? 
The three most common conjunctions are and, or, but.  

 
15. What is an interjection? 

An interjection is a word or short phrase that expresses strong or mild feeling.
